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A Word From The Prez

Dear “Fellow-worker,”

That phrase, “fellow-worker” is a special
phrase in the New Testament. It is used in
several passages and it always speaks to-
ward the concept that those who support a
missionary are equally involved in the mission. Take 3
John for instance. The word translated “fellow-worker”
(one who “shows hospitality”, 3 John 8) there in several
translations is a term that can mean give food, offer
housing, give money, and even “accompany” (as in, ac-
company the person to the next town). By becoming in-
volved in this way with the traveler, John says we “work
together for the truth” (also vs. 8).

So when you help your favorite Team Expansion mis-
sionary “on a journey for His name's sake,” you're doing
a lot more than a “good turn.” You're actually participat-
ing in the work -- in a very real way. For that, we are all
very grateful -- the organization, the worker, and the
people being reached! Thank you!!!
